
 

 

Established by AIDS Alliance for Children, Youth & Families in 2000, in response to consumer-identified needs, the Consumer 
Leadership Corps Training Program develops new consumer leaders and supports existing ones by training them to train others in 
their neighborhoods and communities. The Consumer Leadership Corps Training Program is client-centered. Consumers are 
trained to share information and skills with others in their local communities thus increasing access to primary medical care, 
support services, and research. A key element of this training program is the discussion of issues that will encourage people living 
with HIV to seek and remain in care.  The training teaches consumers the necessary skills to become active participants in their 
own care by taking advantage of services available in their communities, such as primary medical care, support services, and 
research.  As a result, trainers become more knowledgeable about the HIV disease and its management, enabling them to make 
informed decisions about their treatment.   
 

Our train-the-trainer program provides an intensive, interactive group training experience. It combines lectures with “teach-backs” 
and other practice opportunities. Between these trainings, we provide ongoing mentoring and concrete support as they begin to 
put what they are learning into action by conducting workshops in their neighborhoods and communities. 
 

Since our inception, our trained corps has educated over 32,000 consumers in their local communities across 39 states, 
Washington, DC, and Puerto Rico. These informed and energized consumers are essential allies in getting people living with HIV 
into care and ensuring meaningful access to care.  Through this program, communities becomes a stronger network of shared 
resources for people living with HIV. 

Our Goals 
 

We believe that together we can increase the quality of life 
for people living with HIV. Our goals include helping you 
build consumer/provider partnerships and motivating other 
people to learn (as you will) the following: 
 

� how to be involved in the HIV health care system 

� to be confident and know that information is the key to 

being a powerful person for yourself and others 

� to have control over the best decisions for your life and 

your care, and 

� that you teach others, so that they can be empowered 

with new information and, in turn, teach others 

 

Eligibility 

� A woman living with HIV who is receiving care 

� At least 18 years old 

� Connected to a program that is funded through the Ryan 

White CARE Act – either as a person who receives care 

from the program, a volunteer, or a staff member 

� Willing to commit to the program and to work hard to 

succeed 

� Able to travel to attend two national group trainings over 

the course of the nine-month program 

� Able to participate in one online based training session 

� Willingness to complete required paperwork 

� Willing to identify organizations in your community that 

will host workshops that you will teach  
� Enthusiastic to be a leader
